	You need:

· A full set of dominoes
· Calculator
· Pen and paper
	 




1.
This is a domino bridge. It is made with 5 dominoes in total. 
The top of the bridge is made with 3 dominoes. Each side of the bridge is made with one domino.
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2.
There are some rules for making domino bridges:

•
each side of the bridge must have the same number of spots

•
the top of the bridge must have twice as many spots as the combined total of both sides of the bridge.

3.
Lay dominoes on the table to complete the bridge shown above so that it follows the rules for domino bridges.

4.
Make some more domino bridges that follow the rules above. 
What is the smallest number of spots for each side? 
What is the biggest number of spots for each side?

5.
Now try making other sizes of domino bridges with the same rules. Try a 2 domino top with 2 domino sides. Try a 4 domino top with 1 domino sides.
What is the smallest number of spots for each side?
What is the biggest number of spots for each side?
